ENGLISH LANGUAGE ARTS |
Course Number: 25

Grade(s): 9 (Required)

Credits: 2 English (year course)

In compliance with the state’s Model Core Curriculum and district’s standards and benchmarks, freshmen
work on further developing all aspects of being an effective communicator: reading, writing, speaking,
listening, and viewing. The goal of the class is to not only fulfill these mandates, but to equip freshmen
with communication skills that will help them be successful in their high school classes and beyond. In
addition to building these skills, freshmen study classics such as TO KILL A MOCKINGBIRD, ROMEO AND
JULIET, and WEST SIDE STORY.

ENGLISH LANGUAGE ARTS Il

Course Number: 26

Grade(s): 10 (Required if not in Honors English Language Arts Il)
Credits: 2 English (year course)

Students in English/Language Arts Il will further their study of literature by reading

various short stories, plays, poetry, and novels. During this course, a variety of opportunities for speaking
and writing will be given. Independent reading will be required each quarter with somet type of
alternative assessment. Student evaluation will include writing assignments, vocabulary study, class
participation, quizzes, tests, and other alternative assessments.

ENGLISH LANGUAGE ARTS Il
Course Number: 28

Grade(s): 11

Credits: 2 English (year course)




This is a full year English class designed to expose the high school junior to some of the “great works” in
American Literature as well as to prepare the student for writing at the college level. There will be
reading assignments almost daily. Writing assignments will include in-class paragraphs, short
compositions, critical essays and reflections. In addition, there will be at least two substantial papers and
several tests over the literature we are studying. Some group projects and class presentations will also
be required.

The course is generally structured as a chronological survey of American authors and their works,
including those of Bradstreet, Cooper, Emerson, Thoreau, Hawthorne, Poe and Douglass. In addition, we
will study the following writers: Wilder, Cather, Porter, Thurber, Fitzgerald, Faulkner, Hemingway, and
Wolfe. We will introduce great American poets such as Whitman, Dickinson, Frost, Bishop, and Soto.
**Please note that literature selections are subject to change.

With the understanding that most students enrolled in the class will be taking the ACT, we will work to
build vocabulary throughout the year. We will also review grammar and usage, especially as specific
weaknesses become visible.

ENGLISH LANGUAGE ARTS IV
Course Number: 30

Grade(s): 11

Credits: 2 English (year course)

This full-year course will survey British and other Western European literature as well as provide writing

experiences designed to prepare the student for college. Among the important works of literature we

will study this year are: the epic Beowulf, excerpts from Chaucer’s The Canterbury Tales, several of

Shakespeare’s sonnets and one of his well-known comedies, A’ Mi d s ummer ,Nscg Wikdé’ss Dr e ar
The Importance of Being Earnest, and Jane Austen’s Pride and Prejudice. As time allows, we will also

survey film versions of some of Shakespeare’s other plays. In addition to writing about literature,

students will learn and apply the MLA style of documentation in a substantial research paper and a

smaller problem-solving paper.

INDEPENDENT LITERATURE
Course Number: 283

Grade (s): 11-12

Credits: 1 English (semester)

In this independent, student-driven course, students must read a minimum of six (6) novels during the
semester. Each novel must be approved by the instructor and cannot be used as a requirement in
another class, nor can it be a novel previously read. After the completion of each novel, students must
engage in some type of analysis. Vocabulary will be another area of study to continue the development
of reading comprehension. Course evaluation will be based upon class participation, completion of
writing assignment (including journaling), quizzes, tests, and other alternative assessment(s) for each
novel.

JOURNALISM I: WRITING
Course Number: 32
Grade(s): 9-12

Credits: 1 English




In this semester course, students will get a taste of journalism and the tools necessary to b a high school
journalist. Students will build a foundation of knowledge of mass media: Why does it exist? How has free
speech evolved? What are ones rights and responsibilities with free speech? Students will then apply this
foundation of knowledge, as well as journalistic grammar, as they try their hand at writing captions, news
articles, sports articles, editorials, reviews, and profiles. This course is a prerequisite for anyone wanting
to work on the school newspaper or yearbook.

JOURNALISM I: DESIGN
Course Number:
Grade: 9-12

Credits: 1 Technology

In this semester course, students can earn a technology credit in a fun way. Students will use the latest in
design software to create calendars, farmable art, magazine covers, yearbook covers and spreads, as well
as newspaper pages. This course is a prerequisite for anyone wishing to design for the school newspaper
or yearbook.

JOURNALISM I

Course Number: 34

Grade(s): 10-12

Credits: 2 Elective

Prerequisite: Journalism | Writing AND Design

In this course, students apply skills learned in Journalism | to create two school publications: The Pirate,
the district yearbook, and The Pirate Press, the high school’s newspaper.

JOURNALISM Il

Course Number: 36

Grade(s): 11-12

Credits: 2 Elective

Prerequisite: Journalism | Writing and Design

In J3, students can further develop their journalistic writing and/or design skills by working on the school
yearbook and newspaper. In addition, J3 students are often asked to mentor an incoming J2 student.

JOURNALISM IV
Course Number: 343
Grade(s): 12

Credits: 2 Elective

Students can further develop their journalistic talents by working on the school yearbook and newspaper
through this course. J4 students are given more responsibilities and more freedom, often assuming key
leadership roles on staff as well as determining the direction for the publications.

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CORD APPLIED MATH |

Course Number: 5

Grade(s): 9-12, Required if not taking Algebra
Credits: 2 Math (year course)

CORD APPLIED MATH I is designed for those student who need to strengthen pre-algebra skills before
taking Algebra I.

ALGEBRA |

Course Number: 1

Grade(s): 8-12, Required if not taking CORD Applied Math |
Credits: 2 Math (year course)

Algebra | helps the student to understand the basic structure of algebra (the real number system),
recognize the techniques to algebra as reflections of this structure, acquire facility in applying algebraic
concepts and skills, perceive the role of deductive reasoning in algebra, and appreciate the need for
precision of language. Topics covered in the course are numbers and sets, the language of algebra,
addition and multiplication of real numbers, solving equations and problems, solving inequalities,
working with polynomials, special products and factoring, operations with fractions, using fractions,
functions, relations, and graphing. This course is required for anyone wishing to take geometry.

GEOMETRY

Course Number: 2

Grade(s): 9-12, Required if not taking CORD Applied Math Il
Credits: 2 Math (year course)

Prerequisites: Algebra |

Geometry is a course in ordered, patterned, deductive reasoning, and some emphasis on inductive
discovery. Specific geometrical topics covered are angles, lines, triangles, quadrilaterals, circles, and
constructions. The use of algebra is important.

CORD APPLIED MATH II

Course Number: 6

Grade(s): 10-12, Required if not taking Algebra | or Geometry
Credits: 2 Math (year course)

Prerequisite: CORD Applied Math |

Topics to be covered include estimating, using numbers in various forms, problem solving techniques,
rational expressions solving equations, graphing linear equations, and banking. Problems involving “real
world” applications are incorporated throughout the course. Activities, labs, and group work emphasize
school to work skills. After completing AMI, students may take Algebra | or AMII. Three years of Applied
Math is the equivalent of one year of Algebra.

ALGEBRA I

Course Number: 3

Grade(s): 10-12

Credits: 2 Math (year course)
Prerequisites: Geometry



This course covers such topics as sets of numbers, axioms, open sentences in one variable, systems of
linear open sentences, polynomials and factoring, rational numbers and expressions, relations and
functions, irrational numbers and quadratic equations, quadratic relations and systems, exponential
functions. This course is designed for the student who did well in Algebra | and Geometry and would like
to take a third year of mathematics. Also, a student who takes this course could go on and take the
senior math analysis course.

TRIGONOMETRY

Course Number: 9

Grade(s): 10-12

Credits: 1 Math (semester course to be taken either the fall or spring semester with Algebra Il)
Prerequisites: Geometry

CORD APPLIED MATH llI

Course Number: 7

Grade(s): 11-12

Credits: 2 Math (year course)
Prerequisites: CORD Applied Math Il

This course bridges the gap between abstract geometrical concepts and real world applications. Itis a
comprehensive geometry that integratesalgebra, probablity,statistics, discrete mathematics, and
trigonometry. Goemetric proofs are used, but other concepts are proved using paragraphs, flow charts,
indirect, coordinate and transformational rpoofs. There are many gands on projects incorporated during
the year. This course is designed for the studetns who desire to develop job-related skills or who desire
to attend a two-year college.

MATH ANALYSIS

Course Number: 4

Grade(s): 11, 12

Credits: 2 Math (year course)

Prerequisites: Geometry, Algebra Il and Trigonometry

Analysis is an in-depth study of the relationship between algebra and coordinate geometry. Specific
topics covered are number sets, linear equations, polynomial equations, trigonometric functions,
inequalities and linear programming, sequences and series, complex numbers, the circle, the parabola,
the ellipse, the hyperbola, matrices and vectors, and the derivative. This course is good preparation for
college math and calculus.

ADAVANCED PLACEMENT CALCULUS AB

Course Number: 250

Grade(s): 12

Credits: 2 Math (year course)

Prerequisites: Algebra ll, Trigonometry and B- or better in Math Analysis

This is a college-level class in differential and integral calculus, equivalent to one semester of calculus at
most universities. Topics include a review of functions, an introduction to limits and continuity,
derivatives and their applications, integrals and their applications, anti-derivatives and the Fundamental
Theorem of Calculus. Conceptual understanding is emphasized, and working with functions represented
graphically, numerically, analytically, and verbally. All students will have the opportunity to take the
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Advanced Placement Calculus AB exam. The TI-84 graphing calculator is required, and will be used
extensively. Prerequisites for this class are Trigonometry and a grade of B- or better in Math Analysis, or
permission of the teacher.

PHYSICAL SCIENCE

Course Number: 14

Grade(s): 9 (Required)

Credits: 2 Science (year course)

Physical Science gives students a general background in the physical sciences which they will find useful
throughout their lives. The course explains basic natural laws through observation and collection of
information. The study of physical science demands that the student learn to make accurate
observations and calculations. This course includes study of motion, energy, structure of matter, as well
as changes in matter and nuclear power. This course also serves as a background for students who take
physics and chemistry at a later date.

BIOLOGY

Course Number: 15

Grade(s): 10 (Required)
Credits: 2 Science (year course)

Biology is the study of living things. To understand how organisms function, such topics as the cell,
genetics, reproduction, organic variation, and the increasing complexity of animal structure are closely
examined. Ecological relationships, including man’s impact on the environment, are also studied.
Experiments are used to demonstrate many of the biological concepts.



CHEMISTRY

Course Number: 17

Grade(s): 11-12

Credits: 2 Science (year course)

This course provides the basic facts and concepts of chemistry using a combination of lecture, class
discussion and laboratory work. Some topics include: properties of matter, kinetic theory, molecular
polarity and electronegativity, ionic and covalent bonding, electron configuration, formula writing and
balancing, gas laws, types of chemical reactions and reaction rates.

ADVANCED BIOLOGY
Course Number: 16
Grade(s): 11-12
Credit: 1 Science
Prerequisites: Biology

This course focuses on the structure and function of the human body. It covers in depth the interactions
of the organs and organ systems of our bodies. This course will be very beneficial to any students wishing
to enter the health/medical career areas as well as students who have an interest in biology or science in
general.

HUMAN KINETICS
Course Number: 21
Grade(s): 11-12
Credit: 1 Science
Prerequisites: Biology

Study of the motion of the Human body from a biological and athletic persepective.

PHYSICS

Course Number: 18

Grade(s): 12

Credits: 2 Science (year course)
Prerequisites: 2 years of Math

Physics is a quantitative study of various forms of energy. The conversion of matter to energy and vice
versa is studied. Specific emphasis is made of forms of energy such as mechanical, heat, sound, light,
electrical, and nuclear. Emphasis on mathematical descriptions.

ASTRONOMY
Course Number: 23
Grade(s): 10-12
Credit: 1 Science

This course will study the earth and its relationships with other heavenly bodies.
GEOLOGY OF IOWA

Course Number: 22
Grade(s): 11-12




Credit: 1 Science

Study of the geological past of lowa with study of fossils and the rock record of lowa. Time will be
devoted to ecology and conservation of natural resources.

AMERICAN HISTORY

Course Number: 43

Grade(s): 9 (Required)

Credits: 2 American History (year course)

The 9th grade American History course is a continuation of the history sequence started in Middle School.
It will bring American History from the Civil War to the present day. Concentration will be placed on the
20th Century, and will emphasize the cultural, social, historic and economical threads which tie the
American people together.

AMERICAN GOVERNMENT

Course Number: 44

Grade(s): 11 (Required)

Credit: 2 Government (year course)
Prerequisite: American History

Students will explore the following topics: the criminal and civil court system, the Constitution and its
impact on our society, the Supreme Court and important constitutional cases, political parties and the
Presidency, and the organization of state governments. Students will also learn about the responsibilities
and privileges of citizenship, how Congress functions, the different forms of government and economic
systems, an understanding of global interdependence and foreign policy, and about elections,
campaigning and voting. All students will be expected to complete a community service project as an
aspect of citizenship.
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WORLD HISTORY I AND Il

Course Number: 49 (1) and 50(ll)
Grade(s): 10-12

Credits: 1 Social Studies (per semester)

First semester, the students will have the opportunity to study the beginning of man up to 1500 A.D.
Second semester will cover the time period after 1500 to the present. Emphasis will be placed on the
social, political, economic, and cultural aspects of societies. This course will provide a good introduction
for college-bound students for Humanities and Western cultures.

GEOGRAPHY | AND GEOGRAPHY Il
Course Number: 45 (1) and 46 (I1)
Grade(s): 9-12

Credit: 1 Social Studies (per semester)

A basic introduction to the geography of the world is the objective of this course. It deals with location,
topography, demography, climate, vegetation, national resources, and cultural differences from a
regional approach. Relationships of events which are currently happening will be discussed. In Geography
| concentration is on Geography basics and regions of the Technological World (Western Europe and the
Former Soviet Union for example). Geography Il concentration is on the regions of the Developing World
(North Africa and the Middle East, China, South Asia for example).The five fundamental themes of
geography is stressed.

CONTEMPORARY HISTORY | AND Il
Course Number: 304

Grades: 11-12

Credits: 1 Elective (per semester)

This course studies the history of America from the 1950s throught the 1990s. The first semsester focuses
on the 1950s through the mid 1970s, and the second semester continues from the late 1970s through
the 1990s. Each era looks at among other things profiles of noteworthy people of the time, historical
events, advancements in the mass media and technology, the progress in space exploration, and wars
and/or major conflicts of the decade. Evaluation of students progress includes class and individual
projects, profile essays, class participation, and quizzes/tests over assigned materials.

SOCIOLOGY

Course Number: 47
Grade(s): 11-12

Credit: 1 Social Studies

Sociology takes the individual discussed in Social Development and places him/her into a group situation
and how one interacts in different situations. Areas of major concern include culture and acquiring
knowledge of different cultures, communication, social groups, family and minorities.

SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT
Course Number: 48
Grade(s): 11-12

Credit: 1 Social Studies
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This course studies the development of the brain and how one learns and adapts, or fails to adapt to
their surroundings. Areas of study include cognition, memory, sensation and perception, altered states
of consciousness, life span development and abnormal psychology. This course will provide good
introduction for college bound students in Introduction to Psychology.

SPANISH |

Course Number: 56

Grade(s): 9-12

Credits: 2 Elective (year course)

In a full year elective, basic language skills are introduced: listening, speaking, reading, writing and
culture. Students learn the correct usage of the Spanish grammar as well as the everyday idiomatic usage.
Knowledge of the culture of the Spanish speaking world is learned through the use of speakers, lectures,
films, and readings.

SPANISH I

Course Number: 57

Grade(s): 10-12

Credits: 2 Elective (year course)

Prerequisite: Earned at least a C in Spanish | and/or teacher approval

In a full year elective, continued development of listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills, as well as
culture is the focus of Spanish .

SPANISH Il

Course Number: 58

Grade(s): 11, 12

Credits: 2 Elective (year course)

Prerequisite: Earned at least a C in Spanish Il and/or teacher approval

Increased comfort, ease, and assurance in speaking and writing Spanish for everyday communication is
12



the main goal of this course. More advanced grammar and idiomatic expressions are taught. All five
language skills are stressed: listening, speaking, reading, writing, and culture, through the consistant use
of Spanish.

SPANISH IV

Course Number: 59

Grade(s): 12

Credits: 2 Elective (year course)

Prerequisite: Earned at least a C in Spanish Il and/or teacher approval

Self-confidence in speaking and writing Spanish is the primary goal. These are accomplished through
various examples of culture, listening exercises, writing, and literature. Target language is dominant.

Course Number: 67

Grade(s): 9-12

Credits: 2 Elective (year course)

Ag. Business | is the first of the sequential course offerings by the Ag. Ed. Department. This class presents
13



students with a greater understanding of agriculture through lab activities, field trips, classroom activities
and group work. Emphasis will be placed on the general study of animal and plant science,
biotechnology, leadership development and agricultural careers.

AGRICULTURAL BUSINESS Il

Course Number: 68

Grade(s): 10-12

Credits: 2 Elective (year course)
Prerequisites: Agricultural Business |

Ag. Business Il is the second of the sequential course offerings by the Ag. Ed. Department. Students are
presented with a greater understanding of agriculture through lab activities, field trips, classroom
activities and group work. Emphasis will be placed on an advanced study of animal science and
agronomy. Personal development and leadership enhancement will be incorporated into classroom
instruction.

AGRICULTURAL BUSINESS Il

Course Number: 69

Grade(s): 11-12

Credits: 2 Elective (year course)
Prerequisites: Agricultural Business Il

Ag. Business lll is the third of the sequential course offering by the Ag. Ed. Department. Students will
have a greater understanding of organizing and managing a business enterprise upon completion of this
class. Personal growth and leadership enhancement will be incorporated into classroom activities.

AGRICULTURAL BUSINESS IV

Course Number: 70

Grade(s): 12

Credits: 2 Elective (year course)
Prerequisite: Agricultural Business lll

Ag. Business |V is the fourth of the sequential course offerings by the Ag. Ed. Department. This class
presents students with a greater understanding of marketing agricultural commodities and agricultural
economics. The class will have the opportunity to explore and investigate economic principles and
marketing strategies in owning and operating an agricultural business.

AGRICULTURAL MECHANICS

Course Number: 71

Grade(s): 10-12 (limit 15 students)
Credit: 1 Elective (first semester course)

Agricultural Mechanics is a course offered to students interested in understanding the fundamentals of
introductory engineering and metal fabricating with a problem solving approach to agriculture. Students
will also have hands on study using various agricultural machines.

ADVANCED AGRICULTURAL MECHANICS
Course Number: 72
Grade(s): 10-12 (limit 10 students)
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Credit: 1 Elective (second semester course)
Prerequisites: Agricultural Mechanics

Advanced Agricultural Mechanics is a course offered to students wishing to further their education of
agricultural buildings and equipment. Emphasis is placed on individual instruction using shop work skills.
Leadership and problem solving skills are incorporated into classroom activities to enhance student
development.

HORTICULTURE |

Course Number: 73

Grade(s): 10-12 (limit 15 students)
Credit: 1 Elective (first semester course)

This course is designed to teach the principles of plant growth, reproduction, indoor and outdoor plant
care and marketing of horticulture products. Students will gain a greater understanding of horticulture
through greenhouse and classroom activities, field trips, and group work. Emphasis will be placed on the
careers associated and the general study of horticulture.

HORTICULTURE 1

Course Number: 74

Grade(s): 10-12 (limit 15 students)

Credit: 1 Elective (second semester course)
Prerequisite: Horticulture |

This is an advanced course designed to teach and incorporate principles of plant growth, reproduction,
plant care and marketing of horticultural products in greenhouse, landscapes and classroom activities,
field trips, and group work. Emphasis will be placed on the careers associated and general study of
horticulture and leadership development.

VO. AG. EMPLOYMENT EXPERIENCE
Course Number: 75

Grade(s): 11-12

Credits: 1 Elective

Prerequisite: Approval by Instructor

This educational program is a cooperative training program for students interested in “on-the-job
training”.

VISUAL PROCESS |

Course Number: 60

Grade(s): 9-12 (limit 18 students)
Credit: 1 Elective

Prerequisite: None

Visual Process | is designed for the beginning artist or the student who loves art. Explore the
fundamentals of design, drawing, sculpture, ceramics, art history and crafts. Course content is applicable
to students interested in pursuing careers in Art, Industrial Technology, Engineering, and
Communications.

ACCOUNTING

Course Number: 98

Grade(s): 11-12

Credit: 2 Elective (year course)
Prerequisite: None

This is an introduction to the field of accounting and bookkeeping. Topics of study include the accounting
equation, journalizing, and posting. The basic double-entry accounting principles and practices are
learned, as well as concepts of payroll accounting. An introduction to using the computer with
accounting practices has been added.

INTRODUCTION TO BUSINESS
Course Number: 280
Grade(s): 9-12

Credit: 1 Elective

Advanced Foods is a semester course designed for the student who wishes to have more advanced food
preparation experience. Topics include: meal management, microwaving, nutrition, weight loss
programs and diet disorders, and ethnic cooking. Students will establish a Bake Shop to understand food
and business.

CONSUMER ECONOMICS
Course Number: 340
Grades: 11-12

Credit: 1 Elective
Prerequisite: None

This course is designed with the upper class student in mind who will need to become more financially
literate. Economics as it relates to the consumer are discussed along with topics such as credit
managmenet, borrowing, budgeting, saving, investing, and personal responsilbity. Costs associated with
housing, transportation, clothing and buying food will be studied and applied to financial decision
making.

CAREER EXPLORATION
Course Number: 242
Grades: 11-12

Concert choir is a mixed (SATB) ensemble comprised of students in grades 9-12 and is the top performing
group of the choral music department. Concert choir will study and perform a variety of literature
representative of many musical time periods, styles, and traditions both sacred and secular. Students
learn about the human voice, vocal production, music history, music theory, and ensemble skills through
the performance of high quality choral literature. Members of Concert Choir perform in home concert,
school assemblies, contests, and frequently have other travel opportunities. (membership in Concert
Choir or Hudson Singers is required for membership to a show choir).

HUDSON SINGERS- JV CHOIR

Course Number: 115

Grade(s): 9-12

Credit: 2 Elective (year course)

Prerequisites: By Audition (for placement only)
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Hudson Singers is comprised of student in grades 9-12 (principally underclassmen) and is open to any
student interested in singing. Hudson Singers will perform a wide variety of choral literature
representative of many musical time periods, styles, and traditions both sacred and secular; the music
studied by Hudson Singers will tend to be less difficult than that studied and performed by Concert Choir.
Music fundamentals and basic vocal production are emphasized. Members of Hudson Singers perform
several times per year in home concerts. (Membership in Concert Choir or Hudson Singers is required for
membership to a show choir).

9-12 BAND

Course Number: 118
Grade(s): 9-12
Credit: 2 Elective
Prerequisites: None

Elective 9-12 band is open to any student who has interest in playing an instrument. Band includes, Pep
Band/Marching Band in the fall which performs at home football games and Concert Band during the rest
of the year. A variety of concerts, contests, festivals, and school functions are a part of the Concert Band
season. The Pep Band, which performs at home varsity conference basketball and football games, and
the Jazz Band are made up of members of the Concert Band. In addition to the daily full band rehearsal,
a biweekly lesson is a requirement of band.

HEALTH EDUCATION

TEEN HEALTH

Course Number: 107

Grade(s): 9/10- required 2 semesters
Credit: 1 Health

This basic course features general health topics designed to meet the physical, mental, and social health
needs of teenagers. Emphasis is given to self-esteem. interpersonal relationships, adolescent sexuality,
family interactions, physical fitness, nutrition including eating disorders and athletic diets, personal
wellness coping skills and first aid techniques. Emphasis is also given to emotional and social health
including teen suicide, substance abuse, and stress management. Career opportunities in health-related
occupations will be investigated.

PERSONAL POWER FOR HEALTHY LIVING
Course Number: 111

Grade(s): 11-12

Credit: 1 Elective

This class is designed to help students: claim their self-esteem, identify their individual talents, create the
internal motivation and drive to expand those talents, assume responsibility for themselves, and interact
responsibly with others. Students develop specific skills enabling them to internalize and use, in all
aspects of their lives, the following abilities: to claim self esteem, to act responsibly, to relate effectively,
and to solve problems and set goals. For this course, the definition of personal power is to get what you
want by maintaining dignity and respect for yourself and others.
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PHYSICAL EDUCATION

The Hudson Physical Education Department strives to offer a well-rounded and balanced program in
which the individual has the opportunity to participate in the areas of physical fitness, muscular
development, lifetime sports, individual sports, and team sports. Emphasis will be placed on
participation and cooperation as the students learn strategies of play, proper care and use of equipment,
skill development, and teamwork.

A strong emphasis will be placed on the factors related more closely to the health related fitness criteria.
Students will work on improving their understanding and level of cardio-respiratory, flexibility, muscle
strength, and muscle endurance.

The Hudson Physical Education Department encourages students to develop an optimum level of physical
fitness, acquire knowledge of physical fitness concepts, and understand the significance of lifestyle for
students of all ability levels.

Grades 11-12 are allowed 2 PE classes per semester. No more that 3 PE classes can be taken during a
year.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION 9-12
Course Number: 102 (9-10 PE) and 103 (9-12 PE) and 104 (11-12 PE)
Grade(s): 9-12 (Required for all students unless excused by a doctor)
Credit: 1 PE per semester

Emphasis at the high school level will be on individual sports, physical fitness, and life-time activities. We
will also provide opportunities for the student to become more knowledgeable in those team sports that
might be considered spectator sports, as well as fun games to participate in.

Multiple sport activities, include but are not limited to: aerobics, badmitton, floor hockey, lacrosse, speed
ball, tabletennis, pickle ball, volleyball, basketball, ultimate frisbee, football, tennis, golf, yoga, and
softball.

Strength and conditioning through weight training and speed agility training. This course will be offered
for both 9-10 and 11-12 groups.

Course Number: 204
Grade(s): 9-12

Credit: 1 Elective
Prerequisites: TAG placement

How are you different or similar from well known leaders? What moves you to get things done and how
can you inspire others to join you?

WEB PAGE DESIGN
Course Number: 215
Grade Level: 9-12
Credit: 1 Technology
Prerequisites: None

This course is focused on the fundamental design and development of web pages. Student will create,
develop and design own web page during the semester. Course is often self paced and project based.

THE CISCO NETWORKING ACADEMY PROGRAM (CNAP)

Course Number: 166

Grade(s): 11-12

Credit: Technology (Dual Enrollment Credit through Hawkeye Community College)
Prerequisite: Algebra |

The program centers on teaching students to design, build, and maintain computer networks. Using Web
technologies, the Cisco Networking Academy Program prepares students for the 21st century workplace
and simultaneously serves as a valuable model for successful e-learning.

The CNAP curriculum is Web-based, delivered over each Academy’s network to students’ desktop
computers and encourages new ways of learning. CNAP also includes significant hands-on learning and
skill-set development. Laboratory exercises provide opportunities for hands-on experimentation to hone
network troubleshooting skills as well as critical thinking and problem solving skills.

HAWKEYE COMMUNITY COLLEGE CONTRACTED COURSES

All students who are grades 11-12 are eligible to participate in the HCC courses if they meet all the
specified guidelines. College classes must fit in students schedule without interrupting graduation
progression, students may not replace a graduation requirement with a college class. Students must
have taken the COMPASS or ACT before starting the course and have scores reported to Hudson. The
following are the minimum requirements in order to register for ANY HCC course:

Withdrawal from a contracted course must be within the first week of class to ensure placement in

COMPOSITION I- ENG105
Course Number: 358
Grade(s): 12

Credit: Dual Enrollment
Prerequisite: met guidelines

This course develops students’ writing skills by emphasizing fluency, organization, the use of supporting
details, and research techniques. Writing is approached as a recursive process that includes prewriting
strategies, drafting, revising, and editing. The course helps students define a sense of audience and
purpose in their writing.

COMPOSITION II- ENG106
Course Number: 359
Grade(s): 12

Credit: Dual Enrollment
Prerequisite: met guidelines

This course aims to review and extend writing principles learned in ENG-105 Composition | to analytical,
argumentative, and research-based writing. This course emphasizes critical reading, evaluation, and
precise and responsible source citation.

WESTERN CIVILIZATION |I: ANCIENT AND MEDIEVAL- HIS 117
Course Number: 144

Grade(s): 11-12

Credit: Dual Enrollment

Prerequisite: met guidelines

This course traces the development of Western Civilization from prehistory to 1300 C.E., the end of the
High Middle Ages. The role of the Humanities is emphasized. The course explores major political, social,
economic, scientific, intellectual, cultural, and religious developments contributing to Western societies.
These include the significant events and contributions of early Middle Eastern civilizations, classical and
Hellenistic Greece, the Roman Empire, its successors, the rise of the Western Christian church, and
Medieval Europe.

WESTERN CIVILIZATION II: EARLY MODERN- HIS 118
Course Number: 144

Grade(s): 11-12

Credit: Dual Enroliment

Prerequisite: met guidelines

This course surveys the development of Western Civilization covering the end of the High Middle Ages of
Europe to the French Revolution. The role of the Humanities is emphasized. The course will examine the
major political, social, economic, intellectual, cultural, and religious developments contributing to the
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emergence of modern Western European Society. This includes the significant events and contributions
of the Renaissance, the Reformation, the Columbian Exchange, the Scientific Revolution, and the
Enlightenment.

INTRODUCTION TO PSYCHOLOGY- PSY 111
Course Number: 149

Grade(s): 11-12

Credit: Dual Enrollment

Prerequisite: met guidelines

This course provides an introduction to the study of behavior with emphasis in the areas of learning,
cognition, motivation, personality, behavioral disorder, therapy, and social influence. An understanding
of the impact of both theoretical perspectives and experimental evidence on the formulation of the
science of human behavior is also stressed. Psychological theories and principles are utilized to explain
and predict behavior.

FUNDAMENTALS OF ORAL COMMUNICATION- SPC101
Course Number: 152

Grade(s): 11-12

Credit: Dual Enrollment

Prerequisite: met guidelines

This course presents elements of the oral communications process with emphasis in developing public
speaking skill. Students will be involved in activities that provide opportunity for the understanding and
improvement of their oral communication skills.

INTRODUCTION TO HEALTH CAREERS- PNN 102
Course Number: 270

Grade(s): 11-12

Credit: Dual Enrollment

Prerequisite: met guidelines

This introductory course is designed to provide the student with an exploration of a variety of health
careers/professions, some basic health care principles and skills, and certification in CPR, First Aid,
Mandatory Reporter Training for Child and Dependent Adult Abuse, and Blood Borne Pathogen Training.

STATISTICS- MAT 156
Course Number: 345
